 All Corvette enthusiasts are urged to contact their U.S. Congressional Representatives 
to pass this resolution. 
  
“As the longest running, most widely respected production sports car in United States 
history, the Chevrolet Corvette is more than a material possession. It is truly a symbol of 
American pride. For this reason Mid America Motorworks is launching a grassroots 
movement to honor America ’s True Sports Car with a National Day of Recognition.” 
said Mike Yager, Chief Cheerleader and founder of Mid America Motorworks, the 
world’s leading supplier of Corvette parts and accessories. 
  
Mid America Motorworks has a history of creating national movements to honor the 
Corvette. In June of 2001, Mid America Motorworks created Drive Your Corvette To 
Work Day as an annual event to celebrate Corvette’s Birthday on the Friday closest to 
June 30. On Friday, June 27th 2008, thousands of Corvette lovers will drive their Corvette 
to work to participate in the 8th annual event.   
  
In September of 2001, Mid America Motorworks orchestrated a massive grassroots 
movement, called the Corvette Stampede, to petition the United States Post Office to 
create a Corvette Stamp. The stamp was to honor of the 50th Anniversary of Corvette. 
Finally released in 2005, the USPS debuted the stamp at Mid America Motorworks 
Corvette Funfest. 
  
This year, as GM celebrates its 100th anniversary in 2008, a National Day of Recognition 
is a fitting tribute to Corvette – GM’s greatest contribution to the automotive industry.

The New ZR1 Corvette.  

Truly a supercar-class automobile, the ZR1 
expands on the performance envelope of the 
Z06. Here’s a rundown of the basic specs: 

- All-new LS9 supercharged 6.2L V-8 
targeted at producing at least 100 
horsepower per liter, or 620 horsepower 
(462 kW), and approximately 595 lb.-ft. of 
torque (823 Nm) 
- Six-speed, close-ratio, race-hardened        
manual transmission 
- New, high-capacity dual-disc clutch 
- Higher-capacity and specific-diameter axle 
half-shafts; enhanced torque tube 
- Specific suspension tuning provides more 
than 1g cornering grip 
- Twenty-spoke 19-inch front and 20-inch 
rear wheels 
- Michelin Pilot Sport 2 tires – 
P285/30ZR19 in front and P335/25ZR20 in 
the rear – developed specifically for the ZR1 
- Standard carbon-ceramic, drilled disc 
brake rotors – 15.5-inch-diameter (394-mm) 
in the front and 15-inch-diameter (380-mm) 
in the rear 
- Larger brake calipers with substantially 
increased pad area 
- Standard Magnetic Selective Ride Control 
with track-level suspension 
- Wider, carbon-fiber front fenders with 
ZR1-specific dual vents 
- Carbon-fiber hood with a raised, 
polycarbonate window – offering a view of 
the intercooler below it 
- Carbon-fiber roof panel, roof bow, front 
fascia splitter and rocker moldings with 
clear-coated, exposed carbon-fiber weave 
- ZR1-specific full-width rear spoiler with 
raised outboard sections 
- Specific gauge cluster with boost gauge  
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(also displayed on the head-up display) and 
220-mph (370 km/h) speedometer readout 
- Only two options: chrome wheels and a 
“luxury” package 
- Curb weight of approximately 3,350 
pounds (1,519 kg)
